Peter explained that Sarah Smith had advised the Dundee Partnership Management Group that there would be no prescriptive guidance from the Scottish Government on the approach to be taken to the SOA from 2012 onwards until the SOA Annual Reports for 2010/11 had been considered.  For 2012/13 CPPs would be able to choose on a roll forward, a refresh or a completely new SOA.  The Management Group had asked Peter to produce a proposal for its meeting in November.  He suggested that discussion could take place at this meeting and the proposal agreed by the Co-ordinating Group at its meeting in October.  Peter felt that because of the significant work done to improve the SOA Annual Report the Partnership was in a good position to prepare a refreshed version with better indicators and clearer targets and potentially some streamlined outcomes.  He believed there would not be an appetite across the themes to produce a completely new SOA.
